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The award program was established through funds provided by Maggie and Reg
Green to honor the memory of their seven-year-old son, Nicholas, who was killed
in a drive-by shooting while vacationing in Italy in 1994. The Greens felt it was
Important to recognize the gifts and talents in children who are now at the age that
Nicholas was when he died. NAGC is honored to be part of the Greens' generous
spirit. That the award exists is a tribute to the determination of the Greens to take a
terrible tragedy and turn it into a positive force of recognition.
